This is how your sway bar should look when you’re done! Note that the YFZ450 requires a
different mounting arrangement using this same kit. The Anti-Sway Bar mounts in front of the a-
arms with the torsion arms pointing
toward the rear. In general, the torsion
arms should be parallel to the grouond
with the turnbuckle perpendicular to
the ground. Slight variations are
acceptable. When you are finished,
bounce the front up and down and
check for binding or rubbing. Adjust
as necessary.
